FUNCTION

Your F-93C optional blower is designed to enhance the convection characteristics of your Cavalier
Radiant Gas Heater. It"pulls® heated air from the heat exchangerand expels it at the base. This air, being
warmer than the air at floor Ieve!,‘ rises into the room and creates a circulation pattern. This pattern sets
up a natural flow of air which is drawn back to the top of the heater, “cooling” in the process and "falling"®
toward the floor. The blower then pulls it back in around the heated interior of the heater completing a
natural cycle. ‘
You may feel "cool” air being blown out at the base, but what you actually feelis colder floor level air being
ished ahead of the warmer ai:{ In a normal room, particularly in the winter months, temperatures are .
trequently 30 degrees cooler at | loor level than at the ceiling. Your F-83C will help to even out these
differences and make several rooms more comfortable.
