When you get to the first corner it will need
To be cut in order to go around the glass,
and to close properly. Do not cut the thick

Tadpole, only the flat part of the gasket.
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:: when cut this way it makes a much nicer corner

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Wrap gasket around corner and continue to the next
corner, cutting to wrap the gasket around the glass.
Continue to the end of the short side of the glass.

After placing tadpole gasket on glass, it should
only have one side remaining without gasket.




Turn glass over, place flat glass tape on bare end of glass.
Touch end of gasket to tadpole gasket on each end.
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Appearance of finished back side. This will be the side that faces the outside of

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After placing tadpole gasket on the glass, cut a small piece of
3m tape, place on end of tadpole gasket across the bottom
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Note: This tape only goes over the tadpole gasket, not on the

glass.
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Fold tape over top of tadpole gasket
