1. Read these rules and the instructions carefully. Faiiure o foliow them could cause a malfunction of the fireplace. This
could result in death, serfous bodily injury, and/or property damage.

2. Check your local codes. The installation must comply with their rulings.
3. Do not install this fireplace in 2 mohila home or trailer,
4. Always connsct this fireplace to 2 chirmney and vent to the outside. Never vert to another room of inside a building.
5. Make sure the chimney is high enough to give a good draft. At least once each year, inspect the chimney and pipe to be.
sure it is clean inside. A build-up of soot will affect the draft and cause smoking. A chimney fire cannot happen in a
‘- clean chimney.
: 6 Always open damper before fighting fire,
7. Keep the ashpit section free of excess ashas, Failure to do so will cause grate warpage and burn out.
8 To hold a fire for a long period, piace logs on fire and close front doors tight. Leave thé bo‘"_ctom draﬁ slides closed.

w " Ashas rnay also bs heaped on top of the fire for better holding. The damper should be opened. Where there is poor
' draft, it may be necessary to open door draft slides.

8, Do not burn more than one imitation log at 2 time. Follew the directions on these togs closely.

10. When the fire is out, always close the front doors, flue damper, and draft slides. A warm Hue will remove heat from the
-+ living space. THIS IS ESPECIALLY IMPORTANT WHERE THE FRANKLIN FIREPLACE IS USED IN HOMES
| WHICH HAVE CENTRAL HEATING SYSTEMS.

11.To prevent injury, do not allow anyons who is unfamiliar with the operating instructions to use fireplace.

12 Do not store or use flammable liquids, especially gasoling, in the vicihity of the room heater.

13. Ashes should be placed in a metal container with a tight fitting Hd. The clossd container of ashes should be placed on a

- | non-combustible fioor or on the ground, weli away from all combustible materials, pending final disposal. H the ashss
J are disposed of by burial in soil or otherwise focally disparsed, they shouid be retained in the ciosed container until all
. cinders have thoroughty cooled.




assembly and installation

Uncrate the Franklin Fireplace. Rermove the parts inside it.
Tiit the Frankiin toward the back and slide the front legs into the
locking Jugs. Then tilt the Franklin toward the front. Install the
laveling screw {Key No. 22} in rear leg. Install the rear leg to the
firebox bottom using the nuts and bolts suppliad. Be sure to
install the lag so that the leveling screw is towards the back of the
firebox.

SELECT!F\JG A LGCATION

For a unigue and very atiractive instaliation, vour Franklin
may be placed in an existing fireplacs opening {Fig. 1}. This can
be done sither with or without the fegs. Check the dimensions of
your fireplace against the dimensions of vour Franklin. If the
opening is too large, you can fill it in with matching brick. If your
fireplace has s good draft, it will have a good draft with the
Franiiin in place. Simply slide the Franklin inio the opening and
seal the opening.

Asa locetion it selected keep the fellowing in mind:

1. The flue connection should bs as short as possible, The
fireplace should have its own chimney. No other appliance
should be cornected to the chimney. If there is no chimnsy
near where you wish to place the Frankiin, vou can use g Type
A" Prefabricated All-Fuel Chirmney.

2. The floor should be level and fireproof. A solid concrete or
brick floor is acceptabie. If your floor is combustible, it shouid
be covered with brick or patio stone at least 1-7/4"" thick, set
on a piece of metal or asbestos miilboard. The brick or stone
must extand 217 1o the rear of the Frank!in, 18" 1o the front
and 12" to either side {Fig. 4}. The Heat Shield Kit shown in
Figurs 4 should be used when the Franklin is placed cn a
combustible fleor,
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Frankiin, vou can place the Franklin as close as YOu wish 1o
the wall |f the wall is only faced with brick or’stone, check
your lecal code for the corract clearances.

installation

Connect your Franklin to a masonry chimney having at least an
"8" x 8" (inside dimension) flue liner. It & chimney is not near the
Franklin jocation, you can install a Typs A" ALL FUEL
CHIMNEY (Figs. 6 & 7). This chimney is especially made for
fireplaces. It has a stainless steef liner 8" in diamster. [t is the
same size as your Franklin smoke pipe.

Chimney height must be sufficient to create a good draft and
minimize smoking. As a general guide, the chimney should
extend 15 feet above the top of 2 26" Franklin and 18 feet above
the top of a 30" Franklin.

WARNING
MNever connect a wood burning fireplace to an aluminum
Type B gas vent. This is not safe and is prohibited by the
National Fire Protection Association Code. If connecting to
a prefabricated chimnay;be sure it is a Type A"
ALL-FUEL CHIMNEY having a stainless steel liner. The
liner must be at least 8 inside diameter. The Type “A”
ALL-FUEL CHIMNEY must be used even if gas logs are
used.

Look at Fig. 5. The 8 diameter smoke pipe and fittings yvou will
need 10 connect to a masonry chimney or an ALL-FUEL
CHIMNEY on the outside wall are shown.

IT your ALL-FUEL CHIMNEY starts at the ceiling (Fig.7}, you
will need anly enough pipe to reach the ceiling, & finishing collar,
and a connector adapter.

Be sure that you have at least 18" of clearance between the
horizontal piping and the ceiling. (Fig. 8

‘ CONDENSATION NOTE
in coid climates, warm, moist house air escaping through the
fireplace damper can cause condensation to form on the cold,
inside walls of a metal chimney. This can cause water to drip into
the fireplace. This occurs when the fireplace is not in use.

Meta! prefabricated chimney performs well if praperly installaed.
The following precautions must be observad.

1.'Make chimney sections absolutely vertical. Do not allow any
pipe or chimney sections to be cocked.

2.Your Franklin damper must fully close when the handle is
pushed al! the way in and the fireplace is not in use to reduce
o & minimum the amount of warm air that escapes up the
chimney.

It the damper is not seating tightly, loosen the mounting screw
for the Metal Stop Bracket {Key No. 10, page 8}, and slide the
bracket forward. Tighten the screw and cheek to assure that
the damper is fuily closed when ths damper knob-is-pushad in
and the Metal Stop Bracket is engaged.

- The installation shown in Fig. 8 will avoid the probiem of
condensation, The elbow 1o the ocuiside and the insulated tee
offset the chimmey. Any condensation stays ouiside the house.
